Reynold Oas Volunteer of the Year Award  

Demonstrates an exemplary level of volunteerism within Club sponsored events and programs as well as those that benefit 

the running community and community as a whole. 

Spirit of Running Award  
Shares their love and passion for the sport and serves as a positive role model and source of inspiration and 

encouragement to others. 

Rookie Runner of the Year Award   

Runner who started running the current year and demonstrates outstanding potential or progress, dedication and 

sportsmanship. 

Comeback Runner of the Year Award   
Runner who has been on hiatus for a year or more and makes a notable comeback. 

Most Improved Runner of the Year Award 

Runner who has shown the most improvement over the past year 

Mega-Marathoner of the Year 

Posts the most marathon completions for the current year.  Strictly based on number of completions.  Name of Marathons 

Completed must be provided.  

Mega-Racer of the Year 

Posts the most race completions (5k – Marathon) for the current year.  Strictly based on the number of completions.  

Events may be relays or fun runs as long as the leg or race distance is 5k or greater.  Names of races completed must be 

provided.  

Social Runner of the Year Award 

Welcomes and draws people into the running community through demonstrating a warm and friendly spirit. 

Story Contributor of the Year Award 

Frequently shares fun stories and experiences for the News Rundown and other Kalamazoo Area Runners related
